Question 17. Change to “Continue to protect”
Question 21. Change to “Continue to protect”
Question 23. Delete “conservation”

~Continue to support educational programs and facilities for K-12.  This may involve the use of Town funds.
~Continue to support the expansion of York County Community College in our community.
~Investigate and promote the development of alternative energy sources for implementation within the community.
