1. Review of the June 30, 2016 minutes. 

Motion by Luke, seconded by Kathy, to accept the minutes as amended. Passed unanimously.
2. Property values
Richard Clark had asked for a breakdown of Town area and property values. East of Route One, 20 sq. miles, is valued at $2 billion. Much of this portion is marsh.  The western part, 42 sq. miles, is valued at $1 billion. This is consistent with the rest of the Maine coast.
3. Discuss results of the survey questions.
Most of the answers were in the agree categories. The question where agree/disagree were closest was about extending public water west of the Turnpike.
Mike’s memo with the most common survey comments was reviewed. In addition to the existing goals, Kathy suggested adding paved shoulders for biking and walking on future road plans.  Mike will revise the list of goals for the next meeting.  Design standards were considered. Do we want the Town to have a “New England character”?  Chapter 7 has been deleted from the old plan and Lee Jay advised that if we want it, it should be added back. 
4. Review of Chapter VIII.
Mike proposed definitions of low, medium and high density based on the lot size and the availability of water and sewer. Changes to the Land Use/Zoning map were  discussed. Sections of Route One and 109 have mixed uses and there are RC zones. Jon said there are properties on the market with various projects being discussed, and people need to pay attention to what is happening. Mike said the sensitive areas such as along the brooks should be zoned CNR (Critical Natural Resource) rather than Critical Rural.  Lee Jay said he can add the critical areas on the future land use map.

5. Next meeting: July 28. Review Mike’s update of §1, 2 and 3. Finish review of the Land Use section.
