1. Review of the July 28, 2016 minutes. 

Motion by Ed, seconded by Charles, to accept the minutes as amended. Passed unanimously.
2. Review revised Sections 1-4 and associated Goals and Policies
Section 9 will be the maps and a Section 10 Definitions will be added.  The goals, policies and strategies in the brown page borders will be consolidated in one section. The Inventory will be the 2 black binders with information from the State.
Section 1
The Comprehensive Plan and zoning ordinance were discussed.  Jon said that if the zoning ordinance and land use regulations are not consistent, then the Plan should be amended. The Plan has to be consistent with the zoning. 
Motion by Carol, seconded by Ed, to change the sentence “land use regulations should be consistent with the vision of the Plan” to read “shall.” Passed unanimously.
Page 3, final paragraph: Change the comma after “Plan” to a period and delete the word “but”.
Page 4 graph: Include tourism and environmental changes.
Section 2 
The results of the second survey will be included.
Page 4. Include preserving the Town’s rural character.
Section 3
Wells is working with KKWWD to have the zoning along Branch Brook consistent with the zoning on the Kennebunk side.  This is still underway.
Section 4
The buffers will be 250’ for the critical resource buffer and 150’ for the shoreland overlay zone.
Page 7. Re: open space with high value habitats, the Conservation Commission will work with other reviewing municipal boards and committees.
Page 10. Mike will check into the percent of the population in the 55-74 age group and the percent increase in that group.  The text and pie graph need to be reconciled.
